“That the motion be amended to read as follows:-

‘That the Council notes that 

a) No proposal has been made by the County Council for an Eco-Town development in Coalville.

b) That the East Midlands Regional Plan states clearly the need for future housing need to be considered in the area of the Leicester – Burton Corridor with some specific reference to Coalville.
c) The Chief Executives letter clearly states that the original submission for an Eco – Town was turned down because the development did not meet ‘strict criteria’ 

d) Housing Numbers are driven by the desire of the Labour Government to produce 3 Million new homes. Any review of numbers and agreement of development would be related to the Regional plan and local Planning procedures. 
e) The Labour governments ‘Eco-Towns’ are not obliged to comply with recommendations of the Regional Plan and are in addition to proposed development numbers.

f) That this Council therefore:

1. Welcomes the Panels recommendation of pursuing the development of the National Forest Line.

2. Condemns the Labour Governments by-passing of Local planning procedures and the undermining of the Regional Plan.

3. Openly opposes the developments of ‘Eco-Towns’ in the County.

4. Questions the methodology by which Government establishes housing need – and suggests that local authorities have a more prominent role in assisting with these calculations.
