'(a)   That, in light of the Cabinet decision to proceed with the closure of King Edward VII School, this Council shares the frustrations and concerns of parents, pupils and communities regarding the decision making process and believes that the lead member for the Children and Young People’s Service should apologise for the mistakes over the Melton schools reorganisation to restore public confidence;
(b) That the Council expresses its regret at the Government’s decision to reject the Council’s recent BSF bid for Loughborough, Quorn and Barrow upon Soar;
(c) That the Council believes that: if current national Conservative policy were implemented:-

(i)   one of the most important functions of the County Council notably local school planning would be seriously undermined, consequently this should remain under local democratic control;
(ii)  the issue of surplus places (e.g. in Melton or Loughborough) would not be addressed and the result would  simply be the creation of competition between the County’s successful schools and unproven Academies;
(iii) BSF Funding would be redirected to new school places outside Leicestershire undermining efforts to secure investment in Leicestershire’s schools;
(d) That the Council believes that any education policies that promote Academies and ‘free’ schools without any accountability through local authorities would be detrimental to pupils in Leicestershire.”
