Home to School Transport – Representation from Mr D Bill CC and Mr D Wright CC 
We are writing to Cabinet to request that the decision to delay implementing the cuts to the Historical Exceptions listed in the report, be extended to include all of the School Specials. 
It is crucial that the removal of the school specials be postponed until the findings of Scrutiny Panel, requested by Mr Sprason, are published and Cabinet has had time to consider the recommendations. The consultation on the Historic Exceptions shows that there is a great deal of opposition to these cuts, and we are sure a similar consultation with parents of children affected by the withdrawal of School Specials will produce similar results. Allowing the Scrutiny Panel to undertake its work and hear from local people who could lose a valuable service is therefore vital. 

In the interests of fairness, we request that Cabinet extends the delay of Home to School cuts, to include all school specials such as the St Martins S835 and the Markfield to South Charnwood High special. We understand that this will have a cost to the Council but we cannot understand why parents on 5 routes should be consulted and helped, but other parents in other areas who have made petitions and contacted their councillors should not.
